One Mathematics Test
For College Boards

» ONLY ONE mathematics achievement
test for college entrance need be taken in
the future by many thousands of high
school students aspiring to become a part
of the science and technical world.

Developed for the College Entrance Ex-
amination Board by the Educational Test-
ing Service, a new test, called Level I
(Standard), will take the place of the
intermediate and the advanced tests that
have been needed up to now.

College entrance officers and counselors
can use the new test in the same way that
they have used the other two tests. The
older intermediate test was applied to stu-
dents who had had no trigonometry and
three years of math. The advanced test
covered those who had the usual full mathe-
matics courses.

With the progress of mathematics instruc
tion in high schools, the testers expect that
most of the students who will take the
mathematics College Boards will come from
secondary schools that offer five years of
mathematics.
