AERONAUTICS
Recorders Now a Must
For Turbine Planes

» ALL TURBINE-POWERED air carrier
aircraft, including turboprops, must be
equipped with flight recorders, according
to a recent Federal Aviation Agency ruling.
The recorder is a machine connected to the
aircraft’s instruments that automatically
records the plane’s air speed, altitude, ver-
tical acceleration, heading and time. It
will assist in determining the cause of in-
flight incidents and accidents.

The previous regulation required that the
recorders be installed on air carrier air-
planes that are certificated for flight opera-
tions above 25,000 feet. This did not cover
turbo-prop planes, which operate at much
lower altitudes.
